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Humberto Trevino

Humberto Trevifio es una figura clave en el desarrollo y la integraciéon internacional de la industria del
cartén corrugado en México. Inicid su trayectoria empresarial en la industria del cartén en 1996, en
uno de los momentos mas criticos de la economia mexicana, con un arranque por demas modesto
pero con una visidn clara: construir una empresa soélida basada en trabajo, disciplina y colaboracion
industrial.

Desde sus primeros afos en la industria, Humberto comprendié la importancia del conocimiento
técnico, el intercambio de mejores practicas y la vinculaciéon internacional. Durante sus constantes
viajes a Estados Unidos para la compra de materia prima, recibié un consejo que marcaria su rumbo
profesional: Don Parks uno de los empresarios que fundaron AICC en 1975 le sefialé que, si deseaba que
SU empresa prosperara en serio, debia integrarse a la asociacidon de fabricantes de cartén corrugado
de Estados Unidos. Ese consejo inicié una relaciéon profunda y duradera con la comunidad cartonera
de Estados Unidos y Canada.

A través de los afios, Humberto forjé amistades y alianzas estratégicas con destacados lideres de
la industria, entre ellos Steve Young, Jim Haglund y Jay Wertheimer, asi como con muchos otros
miembros de AICC USA. De ese intercambio de ideas y experiencias nacio la conviccidon de que México
necesitaba una organizacién propia, alineada a los valores y estandares de AICC Norteamérica.

Como resultado de ese esfuerzo conjunto, Humberto Trevifio fue fundador de la AICC México, la
Asociacion de Dueflos de Fabricas de Cajas de Cartéon Corrugado, establecida como parte integral
de la AICC de Estados Unidos y Canada. Le correspondié dirigir durante los primeros cinco afos los
destinos de la organizacioén, sentando las bases institucionales, técnicas y éticas que hoy la distinguen.
Posteriormente, continud aportando su experiencia durante muchos afios mas como miembro del
Consejo Internacional de directores.

Su historia representa el espiritu emprendedor, la resiliencia industrial y la conviccidn de que la
colaboraciéon internacional fortalece a toda la cadena de valor del cartén corrugado en México y
Norteamérica. Su empresa ha dado el paso importante para continuar siendo ahora una firma
de segunda generacién con la integracion de Patricio a la direccion general y Graciela a cargo de
administracion y finanzas ambos con amplia experiencia corporativa

previa en grandes firmas trasnacionales se han puesto las bases para que la empresa continue de
manera solida lo iniciado por Humberto para las siguientes generaciones.

Humberto Trevirio is a key figure in the development and international integration of the corrugated
cardboard industry in Mexico. He began his entrepreneurial career in the cardboard industry in
1996, during one of the most critical periods for the Mexican economy, starting from a very modest
base but with a clear vision: to build a solid company based on hard work, discipline, and industrial
collaboration.

From his early years in the industry, Humberto understood the importance of technical knowledge,
the exchange of best practices, and international connections. During his frequent trips to the United
States to purchase raw materials, he received advice that would shape his professional path: Don
Parks, one of the entrepreneurs who founded AICC in 1975, told him that if he wanted his company
to truly prosper, he should join the association of corrugated cardboard manufacturers in the United
States. That advice initiated a deep and lasting relationship with the cardboard manufacturing
community in the United States and Canada.

Over the years, Humberto forged friendships and strategic alliances with prominent industry leaders,
including Steve Young, Jim Haglund, and Jay Wertheimer, as well as many other members of AICC
USA. From this exchange of ideas and experiences arose the conviction that Mexico needed its own
organization, aligned with the values and standards of AICC North America.

As a result of this collaborative effort, Humberto Trevifio founded AICC Mexico, the Association of
Corrugated Box Manufacturers, established as an integral part of AICC USA and Canada. He led the
organization for its first five years, laying the institutional, technical, and ethical foundations that
distinguish it today. Subsequently, he continued to contribute his expertise for many more years as a
member of the International Board of Directors.

His story embodies the entrepreneurial spirit, industrial resilience, and conviction that international
collaboration strengthens the entire corrugated cardboard value chain in Mexico and North America.
His company has taken the important step to continue as a second-generation firm with the
integration of Patricio into the general management and Graciela in charge of administration and
finance, both with extensive prior corporate experience in large transnational firms. The foundations
have been laid for the company to solidly continue what Humberto started for the next generations.
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
